Driving Directions to Appleatchee
During AppleBlossom Weekend

During Apple Blossom Week you do you do NOT want to end up in Wenatchee proper
due to the traditional cruising and all the really drunk, stupid people (oops, excuse me the
lovely visitors who have become slightly tipsy) so if you are coming from the natth e

of town, instead of coming through town on Miller, you want to come down the East
Wenatchee side of the river, and then come back across the south-end bridge. See
alternate directions below.

From the North (Stephens Pass, Blewett Pass, or down Hwy97/Hwy2W) :

(*)If you are coming from the west on Hwy 2 follow the signs to EastWenatclog
Wenatchee. Go over the north-end bridge and take a right at the light onto Hwy
28/Sunset Highway.

(*)If you are coming south on Hwy 97/ Hwy 2-W, when you get to the light at the north-
end bridge don’t turn right over the bridge into Wenatchee — go straight down Hwy 28
into E. Wenatchee.

Follow Hwy 28 all the way through East Wenatchee. At the south end you will see signs
directing you over the south-end bridge to Wenatchee — you will need to be in the left
lane, even though the bridge is on your right. Follow the signs over the bridge and then
follow the directions below starting at the (**).

From the East/South :

You will be approaching Wenatchee on Hwy 28-W. The first major intersection is a stop
light at Grant Road in East Wenatchee and the signs will direct you over the sduth-e
bridge into Wenatchee.

(**) Both :
At the end of the bridge take a left. Go 3 blocks to the first light at Crawford. Take a

right on Crawford and go about 1 mile to the first stop sign at Miller. Turn left onto
Miller and follow it to where it dead-ends into a hillside; Appleatchee is onrygtir

Follow the curve to the right, take the first driveway on your right and look for a Pony
Club check in sign in front of the office. If noone is there, please call Sharon (669-1317)
or Dee (669-9450) and one of us will come meet you. Please do call, because we will
need you to sign Appleatchee’s liability waiver.

To Sharon and Dee’s House's :

When Miller dead-ends, go left onto Circle instead of right to Appleatchee. Go 1 long
block past the orchards. Dee’s driveway is the double driveway on the right¢ughaft

Go past the first house, clear to the top of theagrivew
Sharon’s house is the next one down Circle St. on the right, at the corner. Go to the “T”
at Okanogan, turn right and it’s the first driveway on the right — two story brown and
green house.
